
Brothers:  
 Thank you for taking time to read this im-
portant message. 
 Last year the Lodge budget ran negative 
approximately $4,020.00.  Since which time we lost 
two revenue streams, the Church and the Parking 
Lot.  Last year the Church added $2,172.00 to the 
coffers and the Parking Lot added $150.00.  If all 
other income and expenses remain the same this 
year and we consider the loss of those revenue 
streams, we could predict a loss of $6,342.00 this 
year, clearly this is not sustainable. 
 We have to decrease spending and increase 
revenue.  We have appointed committees to imple-
ment fund raising activities to assist in increasing 
revenue.  These activities require the membership to 
step up and participate in events as well as provide 
positive inflows of ideas to the various committees.  
The committees are posted on the bulletin board and 
I encourage you to sign up and help out. 
 We have several expenses that are 
fixed operating expenses, Electric, Water, Trash, 
and Grand Lodge Assessments.  We can each have a 
positive effect on these expenses by being mindful of 
their use and make sure that we are not wasteful.  
We are considering removing the Telephone and 
moving to a prepaid phone to save approximately 
$600.00 per year.  We are investigating other ways to 
trim expenses as well. 
 The Lodge roof began to leak and needs to 
be replaced immediately.  Estimates have the repair 
costs at approximately $14,000.00-$15,000.00.  In 
order to cover the cost of these repairs the Lodge has 
converted a Certificate of Deposit (CD) into cash in 
a Money Market account.  This money will be used 
to affect the repairs.  We must begin to replenish 
those funds immediately for the Lodge posterity. 
 On March 22,2010 at our Stated Communi-
cation a resolution to raise the Lodge dues to $100.00 
per year will be read to the craft and a vote will be 
tallied.  The $100.00 per year dues will include the 
Grand Lodge Assessment, but, will not include the 
voluntary fee for the Masonic Home.  The fee for the 
Masonic Home is currently $7.30.  The current 
Grand Lodge Assessment is $14.00.  So, of the 
$100.00 annual membership the Lodge will net 
$86.00 per regular member. 
 PLEASE ATTEND THE March 22, 
2010 LODGE MEETING at 7:30 P.M.  This is a 
critical time for our Lodge and we need every mem-
ber to consider this important decision.
